The 30 minutes of activity can be made up of any sort of physical       

activity.  You can accumulate your 30 minutes (or more) throughout the day by combining a few shorter 

sessions of activity of around 10 to 15 minutes each.  

As a participant you can log your daily activity with the Active April app and chart your progress            

throughout the month.  To earn a Certificate of Achievement your child needs to complete a minimum of 

15 days with 30 minutes of activity and track it using the app.  There are four levels of certificates available 

ð for completing 15, 20, 25 and 30 days.  You can also join the Port Fairy Consolidated School team (see 

below).
